1. Fill out the questionnaire and answer the attached essay question.  Be sure to 

answer all questions completely.  You may use separate sheets if you need extra 
space. 

 
2. Attach documentation of admission to the school that you wish to attend along 

with your application (for example: a letter of acceptance or other evidence 
stating your acceptance).  Also attach a high school transcript which may be 
obtained from your guidance counselor. 

 
3. Selection will be based on the following four categories: Scholarship, 

Extracurricular Involvement at school, Community Involvement, and 
Evidence of Integrity through a letter of recommendation.  For Scholarship, 
special consideration is given for college prep courses and a desire to enter a 
community service related field such as teaching, medicine, social work, law 
enforcement, etc.  For Extracurricular Involvement, special consideration is given 
to service related activities and leadership positions held. 

 
4. Request one signed letter of recommendation providing evidence of the 

applicant’s strength of character, work ethic, drive to attain goals and likelihood 
of success in college.  The attached form may be used.  Letters must be 
postmarked by the application deadline.
